On Tuesday, July 15, 2025, at 2:00 PM, the meeting of the Indianapolis Fatal Crash Review Team was
called to order.

Jill Palmer asked if there were any old business to attend to. Seeing none, Jill called down any new
business. The Minutes and Report for the previous May 20th, 2025, Fatal Crash Review Team meeting
were presented to the Team Members. It was asked of team members if there was any further
discussion. Seeing none, Damon Richards moved to adopt these Minutes and Report; this was
seconded by Frederick Ilnicki. The Minutes and Report for May 20th, 2025, were adopted with all
members voting “Yes.”

Jill Palmer then called down the completed Road Safety Audit (RSA) at 86th Street and Traders Point
entrance. It was asked of team members if there was any further discussion. Seeing none, Damon
Richards moved to adopt the 86t Street and Traders Point entrance RSA; this was seconded by
Frederick Ilnicki. The 86t Street and Traders Point entrance RSA was adopted with all members
voting “Yes.”

LeAndre Level is the new Administrator of Vision Zero for the City of Indianapolis DPW. LeAndre
introduced himself to the FCRT and explained his role. He then provided some updates on the Vision
Zero initiative and the City-County ordinance. LeAndre then asked for the FCRT to review the Vision
Zero plan and provide feedback on how the FCRT process can be improved. Lastly, the group was
encouraged to provide any comments on the plan and to share ideas or concerns.
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The fatal crashes to be reviewed for the period of March and April of 2025 were called down and
presented to Team members. Each crash was discussed at length, the results of which are provided
below.

Following the review of crashes, Jill Palmer asked for any further business from Team members.
Jason Bowers informed the group that the intersection selected for the next Incapacitating Injury
analysis will be Shelby Street and Raymond Street. That RSA will take place in August 2025, including
a field check scheduled for Thursday, August 14th, 2025, and the report will be incorporated into the
meeting notes to be adopted at the September 2025 FCRT meeting.

Jill Palmer then asked for any further business from Team members. Seeing none, it was asked if
there was a motion to adjourn. This motion was made by Logan Lane, seconded by Damon Richards,
and passed by all present members.

Circumstances On Monday, March 10, 2025, at 17:58, IMPD officer responded to a crash
on E. Thompson Rd. at the intersection of Camden St. and the road surface
was dry. V1, red Ducati, going straight. V2, white Chevrolet Malibu, turning
left. V3, red Ford Focus, going straight. D2 statement was taken by IMPD
officer. Officer asked D2 what street he was driving on, D2 stated he could
not remember. Officer asked D2 in what direction he was driving, D2 stated
he could not remember. Officer asked D2 if he stopped at the stop sign,
and D2 stated yes, he stopped at the stop sign. Officer asked D2 when he
first saw the motorcycle, D2 stated it happened so fast that the first time
he saw the motorcycle was when it crashed with his car.

On Tuesday, March 18, 2025, at 17:10, IMPD officer responded to a crash
on N Keystone Ave., 275’ S of the intersection with E 32nd St. and the road
surface was dry. V1, cream\ivory Harley-Davidson FXDL / Dyna Low Rider,
going straight. V2, brown Freightliner Mt 45g front gasoline engine walk-in
van chassis, turning left. Investigation shows V1 was NB in the inside lane
of N Keystone Ave. V2 was NB in the outside lane of N Keystone Ave. A
vehicle in front of V2 was slowing down. V2 was slowing down for the
vehicle. After two vehicles passed that were going SB, V2 made a hard left
turn like he might was doing a U-turn or was turning into a driveway from
the outside lane. When V2 went into the inside lane, V1 struck V2 in the
front driver side quarter panel. D1 was thrown into the side of quarter
panel of V2. After striking V2, V1 and D1 then slid in a northwest direction
and went off the road on the W side of N Keystone Ave. on to the sidewalk
through the grass and came to rest in the driveway of 3140 N Keystone
Ave. V2 continued into a northwest direction and came to rest in in the SB
lanes. D1 was pronounced deceased at the scene. D2 stated my memory
of this incident is far from perfectly clear. But to the best of my ability to
remember, | was driving NB in the east lane of Keystone Ave. just N of 30"
St. when | perceived a black car in front of me begin to slow down in the
middle of the lane. There is nowhere to turn out of that lane, and it's
surprised me. | began to slow down and turned on my left turn signal and
cleared my left mirror with the intention of moving to the left. The next
thing | can clearly remember, is running across the road towards a man
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with motorcycle laying on top of him. | do not remember clearly the
collision or even parking my truck. | remember pulling the motorcycle off
his legs and wanting to do something. But | remember thinking clearly that
| do not have any medical training and that | don't know what to do and
that I'm afraid to move somebody who may be grievously hurt. | walked
around him into either a grassy area or a driveway and knelt down with my
face to the ground and prayed. | hardly remember anything else until
emergency vehicles started showing up. Witness 1 stated that V1 and
another motorcycle was driving reckless while going NB on N Keystone
Ave. They were splitting vehicles by going around them on each side.
Witness 2 stated V2 was making an U-turn. Witness 3 stated he was riding
with V1 in the inside lane when V2 turned left in front of them from the
right. V1 struck V2 in the side, while he went into the SB lanes to miss V2.
Witness 4 has video of the crash. IMPD Case Number IP250023087 was
assigned to this crash. The supplement was done to add the BAC and
Toxicology results.

On Wednesday, March 26, 2025, at 18:49, officers responded to a crash on
Raymond St. 1,620’ E of Sherman Dr. and the road surface was dry. V1, gray
Honda Cbr1000, going straight. V2, black Toyota Tacoma, going straight.
D1 was unable to give statement. D2 stated through translator to officer:
D2 stated he was driving on the left lane WB on Raymond St.; the
motorcycle struck the rear end of his vehicle. D2 stated he felt a hard
impact and saw the motorcycle flying across his vehicle, and when he
looked back, he saw the body of the person thrown back from the impact.
Witnesses stated the motorcycle turned from Emerson Ave. going WB on
E Raymond St. and just took off flying estimated speed 90mph or so.
Witnesses stated the motorcycle was weaving in and out of traffic when it
struck V2 in the rear then slid WB in roadway. Investigation showed V1
traveling WB at a high rate of speed when it struck V2 who was traveling
WB Raymond St. in the left lane. After impact with V2 the motorcycle and
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driver slid WB with the motorcyclist striking the guard rail then coming to
rest several feet west. The motorcycle continued WB catching fire and
coming to rest about 200' west of D1. Pictures, measurements, drone
footage and statements were taken at the scene. D2 submitted to a routine
blood draw.

Circumstances

On 04/05/25 at approximately 8:54 am, officers responded to Roosevelt
Ave. and N Dearborn St. Indianapolis, IN on a report of a personal injury
collision. Officers located two vehicles with two drivers with both
transported one in critical condition. Scene was then held for further
investigation with a legal blood draw commenced, with D2's injuries
classified as Serious Bodily Injury. Roadway Conditions: Standing water
observed in roadway with heavy rainstorms present. Driver Statements:
Both D1 and D2 were transported prior to investigator arrival. D1 provided
a statement later stating that she was NB on Dearborn St. utilizing GPS
directions when she had struck V2. Due to nature of injuries D2 was not
interviewed. Analysis: The following is based upon the physical evidence
and may or may not conform to driver and witness statements. Scene
examination suggested a right-angle impact upon V2 by V1. V1 then
redirecting V2 into a utility pole. V2's pathway (Roosevelt Ave.) was seen
without a stop sign denoting right-of-way. Crash Mechanics: On scene
officers commenced a crash investigation including measurements and
photographs and a legal blood draw was commenced to D1. Results to
blood draw are pending. Preliminary investigation on scene suggested a NB
travel of V1 on N Dearborn St. into the B post of V2 (on Roosevelt Ave.)
with redirection of V2 into a utility pole, a stop sign for Northbound
Dearborn St. was seen installed providing Roosevelt Ave. right-of-way at
the intersection. It was determined that both V1 and V2 could not be
downloaded for ACM data for further analysis of the collision. To
determine causation, further analysis was required. IMPD officer a
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practicing and Certified Crash Reconstructionist commenced a crush
analysis of the 2004 Nissan Sentra and 2009 Hyundai Elantra by measuring
the vehicles exteriors post-crash at Auto Return 325 S Post Rd Indianapolis,
IN on 04/10/25. The officer compared the crush measurements with
known speeds computed from similar angles (90-degree angles) which
were verified speeds from a recent ACM download. The officer was unable
to determine an official speed on either vehicle, but utilizing the data
concluded V2's impact upon the left side to be approximately 23 mph with
redirection of V2 into the pole at 53 mph. The officer then took these
estimates into colinear equation software which when computed
suggested V2's approach to the collision at approximately 45 mph. The
officer also understood the variances from the data he was using
specifically the ACM verified information was from a newer vehicle and the
vehicle in question was a 2004 Nissan Sentra with significant frame rust
seen which would likely affect the condition of the vehicles ability to
absorb and redirect energy from the collision. From this data, the officer
concluded that the speed of approaching V2 to be likely as reasonable
considering solely the roadway speed limit and concluded that V1 likely
stopped or significantly slowed down in a likely attempt to yield to the
oncoming traffic. The officer did also note that both vehicles are silver in
color, and with the heavy downpour rain, overcast skies and diminished
visibility conditions it is very probable that D1 and D2's perception of one
another was affected by the visibility and their reactions were affected by
the pavement conditions of the standing water. Supplement created to
update D2 succumbed to his injuries on 4-16-2025.

Recommendation

1.) Install posted speed limit signs (R2-1) along Roosevelt Ave. 2.) Install
supplemental Cross Traffic Does Not Stop plaques (W4-4P) on the posts of
existing Dearborn St. stop signs. 3.) Address the standing water issue (need
to inspect). 4.) If this roadway is reconstructed, narrow the pavement
width (road diet) and consider a roundabout for this intersection.

On Thursday, April 10, 2025, at 16:59, IMPD officer responded to a crash
on 1700 E Troy Ave., 60’ E of Tindall St. and the road surface was dry. V1,
black Victory Touring, going straight. D1 stated that he was traveling EB on
Troy Ave. and that the bicyclist came out from behind a vehicle traveling
the opposite direction. The bicyclist crossed in front of him and stopped in
his lane. V1 struck the bicyclist causing the bicyclist and bike to end up on
the S side of Troy Ave. The bicyclist was transported to Eskenazi Hospital in
critical condition but was pronounced deceased shortly after arrival. D1
was taken to the hospital in stable condition. He suffered facial injuries
requiring stitches as well as fractured knees and wrists. Photographs and
measurements were taken. V1 was towed to 1300 Mickley by Zores. The
bicycle was taken to the property room annex.

Circumstances

On Sunday, April 13, 2025, at 19:57, officers responded to a crash on
Allisonville Rd. 175’ S of E 75 St. and the road surface was dry. V1, white
Chevrolet Captiva Sport, going straight. V2, red Buick Lucerne, slowing or
stopped in traffic. V3, black Harley Davidson Flhr Road King, slowing or
stopped in traffic. V4, white Honda Civic, slowing or stopped in traffic.
Investigation showed Vehicles 2, 3, and 4, were stopped in traffic NB on
Allisonville Rd. at E 75th St. V1 was also NB on Allisonville Rd. V1 struck the
rear of V2 which was shoved forward into the rear of V3, that caused the
rear passenger of V3 to be ejected from the bike and then he was ran over
by V2. D3 was also ejected. The back then slid into the rear of V4. Fire and
medics were able to get the vehicle off the rear passenger of Unit3 and
transport him to St. Vincent Hospital. D1 stated he did not see traffic was
stopped as he approached causing him to rear end V2. Drivers 2, 3, and 4
all stated they were stopped at the red-light facing NB when the crash
occurred. Also see case IP250031222. Pictures and measurements were
taken at the scene. Coroner notified that Cesar Griner had succumbed on
4/20/25 to injuries sustained in the crash. DA
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Recommendation

Install a Traffic Signal Ahead warning sign (W3-3) for the S leg of the
intersection to alert NB vehicles. DPW is in the process of installing video
camera detection / updated equipment which will help with the
congestion at this intersection.

Circumstances

On Saturday, April 26, 2025, at about 2:30 pm, IMPD officers responded to
the railroad tracks near Massachusetts Ave. and N. Sherman Dr. on a report
of a crash involving a train and an SUV. Upon arrival, officers learned a red
2019 Jeep Cherokee had been driving SB on Sherman Dr. approaching the
railroad crossing N of Massachusetts Ave. Due to a train consisting of three
engines traveling E on the railroad tracks, the crossing lights were
activated, and the crossing gate was lowered, to alert drivers on Sherman
Dr. of the approaching train. V1 did not stop and not only went around
stopped traffic but drove around the crossing gate attempting to cross the
railroad tracks. Continuing SB, D1 drove into the path of the train which
struck the passenger side of V1, pushing it over 250’ east along the tracks.
After stopping about 1/4-mile W of the impact point, the Engineer and
Conductor remained on the train. D1 suffered a severe head injury as well
as broken bones and was transported by ambulance to I.U. Methodist
Hospital in critical condition. The injuries to D1 were determined to be
grave and he was pronounced deceased on April 28, 2025 at 2:50 pm.

V1 was NB
on Post Rd. when an unknown event caused it to run off the W side of the
road. V1 ran over the curb before vaulting over a driveway. V1 came down
and vaulted over a second driveway where it struck V2, a parked-
unattended vehicle. V1 appeared to strike V2 as it was airborne. V2 came
down in a second time and vaulted over a second driveway. V1 appeared
to rollover before coming to rest. Passenger 1 appeared to be ejected
before the rollover event.

LOCATION DESCRIPTION/STUDY OVERVIEW

The Indianapolis City-County Council Ordinance PROP 24-022
requires the Fatal Crash Review Team (established under a
prior ordinance) to review serious bodily injury crashes in
addition to fatal crashes. For this purpose, an ongoing review of
crash data for Marion County is being performed on a
bimonthly basis. Fatal and incapacitating injury crashes
reported to ARIES during the period of January-February 2025
have been analyzed and the intersection of W 86th St. &
Traders Point Entrance was identified as the highest crash
location within this 2-month period. The team met to discuss
current deficiencies at this existing intersection. A list of
countermeasures has been developed to address the
deficiencies that were identified. The results are below.

EXISTING CONDITIONS

Within the study area, W 86th Street is a Principal Arterial and a Tier 3 Freight Corridor (IMPO). The roadway is not part of
the National Highway System (NHS). Traders Point Entrance within the study area, is a Local Road. At this signalized T-
intersection, W 86th Street forms the west and east legs, while Traders Point Entrance forms the north leg. The existing
intersection is not skewed.

The WB approach of W 86th Street includes four through lanes, and one dedicated right turn lane that extends through
the intersection leading to the 1-465 on ramp. The EB approach of W 86th Street include two dedicated left turn lanes
and three through lanes. The SB approach of Traders Point Entrance includes two dedicated left turn lanes and one
dedicated right turn lane. The posted speed limit along W 86th Street is 40 mph, and the speed limit along Traders Point
Entrance is not posted. W 86th Street has partially controlled access, while Traders Point Entrance has uncontrolled
access.

NOTES FROM FIELD CHECK

A site visit was held on Tuesday, June 17, 2025, at 1:00 pm. The purpose of the site visit was to observe existing
conditions, collect notes and photographs, and discuss proposed improvements with attendees. The following were
present: Det. Jason Thalheimer (IMPD), Logan Lane (Indy DMD), Jill Palmer and Jason Bowers (Indy DPW).

During the field check on 6/17/2025, the following observations were made:

¢ 13 of the total crashes at this intersection in the past 3-year study period were left turns / right angles (65%). 73
crashes (45%) were due to failure to yield the right-of-way / disregard signal.

¢ Detective Thalheimer suggested reconfiguration of the traffic signal phasing from lead left for the EB dual left turn
to a lag left. DPW will further investigate.

¢ Detective Thalheimer also stated that while waiting to turn from W 86th St., vehicles were disregarding the signal.
Many vehicles were also disregarding the posted speed limit.

e The existing traffic signals at this intersection do not meet current design standards and need signal visibility
improvements.

¢ Capacity analysis is needed for this intersection which was originally designed to handle higher volumes generated
by the shopping plaza. With the evolution of online shopping, the traffic volumes have diminished.

¢ The yellow change intervals and red clearance intervals were checked against the existing signal timings. The
current minimum yellow change intervals for EB & WB are met. The current red clearance intervals are not met.

¢ A right-turn only lane currently exists for WB 86th St. to access the shopping plaza. It appears the right-turn only
lane was originally constructed in 1998, before the shopping plaza existed. In approximately 2007, WB 86th St. was
widened to 5 lanes west of the intersection. This created a continuation of the right-turn only lane through the
intersection. A right-turn only sign is hanging from the span wire, along with a supplemental sign near side. This lane
is signalized with a 5-section traffic signal head that provides a right-turn arrow for WB to NB within the signal phase.
While the existing signs and signal head indicate this is a right-turn only lane, vehicles are not prevented from
continuing straight in the outside (right-turn only) lane through the intersection.

» Existing traffic signals on 86th St. provide 2 signal heads for the 3 EB through lanes and 4 signal heads for the 5 WB
through lanes. Per MUTCD Part 4, Table 4D-1 (Approaches with Posted, Statutory, or 85th-Percentile Speed of 45
mph or Higher) for an approach with 3 through lanes, the minimum number of overhead-mounted primary through
signal faces is 2. For an approach with 4 or more through lanes, the minimum number of overhead-mounted primary
through signal faces is 3. In addition to the primary signal faces, one or more supplemental pole-mounted or
overhead signal faces should be considered to provide added visibility for approaching traffic that is traveling behind
large vehicles. All signal faces should have backplates.

» Sidewalks exist along both the north and south sides of 86th St. as well as the east side of Traders Point entrance.
ADA ramps exist in the NW and NE quads. However, pedestrian signals and cross walk markings are not present.
During the field check, a pedestrian was observed crossing from the south side to the north side of 86th St. (N:
Retail / commercial on both sides of 86th St.)

e The speed limit along EB 86th St. is posted 45 mph. Based on field observation, a posted speed limit sign is not
currently present for WB 86th St.

¢ The existing No U-turn sign for WB is small and the sign face is worn & difficult to read.

¢ Existing longitudinal markings are in good condition as of June 2025. Transverse markings including directional
arrows are completely worn away.

* The existing concrete pavement has potholes that need to be filled.

¢ IndyGo bus Route 37 (Whitestown Connector) travels this intersection with a stop 1,000’ N of the intersection.
