Meeting Minutes

On Tuesday, January 16, 2024, at 2:00 PM, the meeting of the Indianapolis Fatal Crash Review Team
was called to order. The Chair, Austin Gibble, asked if there were any old business to attend to. One
old business item was brought forward by Jill Palmer, discussion of a crash (Master Record Number
904339323) that occurred at the intersection of E. 10t Street and N. Lasalle Street. Discussion of
this crash was tabled at the previous meeting due to the absence of IMPD Captain Frederick Ilnicki,
who’s insights/expertise were desired by the group.

Following review of the previously tabled crash, the floor was opened for new business. The
Minutes and Report for November 14t, 2023 were then presented to the Team Members. It was
asked of team members if there was any further discussion. Seeing none, Jill Palmer moved to adopt
these Minutes and Report; this was seconded by Damon Richards. The Minutes and Report for
November 14t, 2023 were adopted with all in attendance voting “Yes.”

The group discussed “Prop 22” a Proposal for a General Ordinance to amend Chapter 431 and
Chapter 441 of the Revised Code to require that the Fatal Crash Review Team review serious bodily
injuries in addition to fatal crashes. A copy of Prop 22 can be found in Attachment A.

The group also discussed SB 52 regarding the Blue Line which has since been defeated. This bill
also included provisions to limit the installation of NTOR which is also defeated.

The fatal crashes to be reviewed for the period of September and October of 2023 were called down
and presented to Team members. Additionally, one crash from the period of July to August of 2023
was introduced, as this was under investigation at the time of the November 14th meeting and could
not be appropriately reviewed (Master Record Number 904427396). Each crash was discussed at
length, the results of which are provided in the tables below.

Following the review of crashes, the Chair asked for any further business from Team members.
Seeing none, it was asked if there was a motion to adjourn. This motion was made by Damon
Richards, seconded by Jill Palmer, and passed by all present members.

D2 suffered critical injuries
from the crash and was transported by ambulance to Eskenazi Hospital for
treatment. However, despite medical intervention, D2's injuries were
determined to be grave, and she was pronounce deceased. D1 was
arrested under IMPD case number IP230106304. The supplement was
done to correct the Primary Cause and D1 Factors. IMPD applied for and
was granted a search warrant for the Airbag Control Module (ACM) in V1.
The ACM collects and stores up to five seconds of pre-crash vehicle data,
which includes vehicle speed, engine R.P.M., accelerator pedal position
and brake pedal switch activation. On October 27, 2023, IMPD officer
served the search warrant and obtained the data from the ACM of Unit 1.
IMPD officer downloaded the ACM from Unit 1, and the data showed V1
was traveling 62 miles per hour 5 seconds before the crash, was traveling
60 miles per hour 3 seconds before the crash and was traveling 47 miles
per hour 0.5 second before the crash. The posted speed limit for Madison
Avenue where the collision occurred is 40 miles per hour.
